Office 2003 or Earlier
When you open the LineUp Manager spreadsheet, you should see a dialog box prompting whether or not to allow macros to run when you open the file.  If you don’t see the Enable Macro prompt, then you may need to adjust your Excel security settings to prompt you about enabling macros.  To do that, open Excel to a new file, then under the Tools menu, go to Macro and then choose Security… 

You should see the dialog box below.  Make sure the “Medium” level is selected.  With this setting, the user will always be prompted to allow the active content whenever opening an Excel document that contains macros.
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Office 2007, 2010 or Excel 2004 for the Mac

For those of you who may be running the LineUp Manager spreadsheet within Office 2007,
Several people who are using the LineUp Manager spreadsheet in Office 2007 have run into the problem where the Office Suite security is removing or stripping off the embedded macros. To solve the problem, when you first open the file, you will see an Office Security Message at the top just below the menu bar (circled in red in the first picture below) warning that active content has been disabled. To get around this, click the Options button. This will open the Security Alert – Macros & ActiveX dialog box. In that dialog box, select the option to “Enable this content” as shown in the bottom picture and then click OK. After you do this, the macros embedded in the LineUp Manager spreadsheet will operate properly. Lastly, please make sure you save your spreadsheet as an xlsm (XLSM file is an Excel Macro-Enabled Workbook file) file format. This will ensure that the macros stay embedded with the spreadsheet.
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Excel 2008 for the Mac

Unfortunately in Excel 2008 for the Mac the ability to run visual basic macros has been removed completely.

So, that put’s us back to running the file without the macros enabled.  There are three macros in the LineUp Manager Spreadsheet.  One to Unlock the sheet, another to copy over the player’s names from the Roster sheet to the Lineup Worksheet and the third to Auto-Grey out inning cells on the Positions worksheet for those players marked as missing games on the Lineup sheet. The good news is that 98% of the LineUp Manager spreadsheet functionality is based on database functions so you could get by without the macros.  First you will need to start with an Unlocked version of the spreadsheet.  That eliminates the need for the first macro.
If you open an unlocked version without the use of the visual basic macros, then there are only two features you won’t have.  One being the Get Players Names’ macro which you can work around my manually copying the players names from the roster sheet and pasting them into the Lineup Worksheet.  Once the players names are transferred you will have to manually sort the player’s names on the Lineup Worksheet.  This can easily be done with the Excel sort command under the Data Menu.  Thankfully, you only have to do this once after which the spreadsheet will function normally.

The other feature that you will not have is the auto grey shading macro on the Positions worksheet.  Unfortunately there is no workaround for this outside of getting a PC or a previous version of Excel for the Mac.

Excel 2011 for the Mac

Thankfully Microsoft reintroduced full vba macro support in their latest Office release for the Mac.  In Excel 2011 for the Mac, when you open the file, you will see an Office Security Message at the top just below the menu bar warning that active content has been disabled. To get around this, click the Options button. This will open the Security Alert – Macros & ActiveX dialog box. In that dialog box, select the option to “Enable this content” and then click OK. After you do this, the macros embedded in the LineUp Manager spreadsheet will operate properly. Lastly, please make sure you save your spreadsheet as an xlsm (XLSM file is an Excel Macro-Enabled Workbook file) file format. This will ensure that the macros stay embedded with the spreadsheet.
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
